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Memorandum of Understanding Between

Description:

Marshalltown Little League (MLL) will provide the means to have Youth baseball tournaments at the South 6th Street Softball Complex (facility).  MLL will provide the teams, Tournament Director (and support staff as necessary), grounds crew with supplies and umpires for the tournaments.  MLL will uphold the rules and regulations of the facility including but not limited to carry on coolers, smoking and fan expectations. Marshalltown Parks & Recreation (P&R) reserves the right to remove anyone not following these rules and regulations at anytime.  
P&R will provide the facility and concessions (at discretion of concessionaire when tournament field is minimal) for the tournament.  Additional field supplies and equipment (motorized and non-motorized) will be provided with approval from P&R.   P&R will be compensated accordingly for these services and this will be listed below.

Both parties will mutually decide, in advance when possible, when games shall not be played.  P&R will have final decision if a mutual decision cannot be reached.

MLL will provide portable restrooms for tournaments played when running water is not available at the facility and contact P&R for running water status prior to tournament(s).

Compensation:

Marshalltown Parks & Recreation will be compensated for services provided to MLL for Youth Baseball Tournaments to be held at the South 6th Street Softball Complex.  P&R will invoice MLL after the conclusion of each tournament.
Field Rent - $25.00 per field per game

Field Lighting - $15.00 per hour per field

Field Dry - $3.00 per bag used as needed

100 % of complex concession revenue

This Memorandum of Understanding will be in effect for the 2021 season.  Changes may be made to this agreement if mutually agreed upon by both parties.
